• iActor is the only online casting directory offering Station 12 cast 

clearance directly from www.iactor.org.  This revolutionary 
production tool offers casting directors the ability to source and 
then directly clear Guild talent for work in SAG-signatory 
productions. 

 
• In addition to its Station 12 cast clearance capability, iActor 

provides casting directors with the ability to find Guild talent using 
a customizable search function, create and tag folders according 
to their own work methodology, preview resumes, view headshots 
from multiple resumes in a slideshow, print entire resume views 
and email individual resumes. 

 
• Members may create up to seven professional resumes and up to 

ten headshots as well as sound files and video clips.  Sound files 
must be capped at 4MB and must be MP3, videos must be .MOV 
or .WMV files no more than 15MB.   

 
• iActor is FREE to ALL Guild members whose dues are current and 

to all registered entertainment industry professionals. 
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• Because it is compliant with the Children’s Online Privacy 

Protection Act (COPPA), iActor is available to all members 
including performers under the age of 13.

educational workshops to assist members with the upload 
process.
